I.
Call to Order
Chairperson Ms. Berkman called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m. 

II.
Approval of prior Meeting Minutes
Minutes 16-01; October 26, 2015
Mr. Michelson moved to approve the minutes as presented. Mr. Antonetz seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

III.
TOWN HALL REPORT- MR. GERVAIS
DOUGLAS PARK

The drinking fountain in the park was repaired due to failure. 

NANCE PARK 

Play equipment (ie the Tilt-A-Sky Runner) was repaired due to failure. 

RIVERSIDE PARK

Lumber was replaced on the pier.  

MOWING & LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE BID

The Town requested sealed bids for furnishing labor, materials, and equipment for mowing and providing landscape maintenance at certain Town parks, around certain public buildings, and along certain road rights-of-way.  Some litter control effort is involved. The mowing and maintenance will resume within the next few days. Bid was awarded to Fertig’s Sharper Cuts. 

FIFTH AVENUE HOLIDAY LIGHTS

The lights have been installed. Ms. Berkman noticed one light not working. Mr. Gervais took note. 

TURTLE SIGN LIGHTS

Lights were out on the turtle sign at the end of Fifth Avenue. The lights have been replaced and all are in working order now. 

NANCE PARK HOLIDAY TREE

Public Works employees will start decorating the area at the end of November and beginning of December. 

VINCENT BENEVENTE SUNSET PARK

Mr. Chinault advised that the three signs on one pole, have been relocated as requested by Ms. Benevente. Confederate Jasmine was intentionally planted on the wood fence/trellis with Town funds, and should not be removed. The fence/trellis is in good condition, with no need of repair. The wall along the property line is in the proper location with no concerns to the Town. 
ORLANDO PARK SIGN

The donor sign is in need of being replaced. Mr. Chinault is in the process with Carlsen’s Trophy in Satellite Beach to make a new sign. The estimated cost will be $525. Mr. Chinault will present the task to the Council for approval. 

NANCE PARK, DUNES RESTORATION PROJECT
The Brazilian Peppers have taken over a large area east of the sand volleyball court seating. About 6,000 square feet, so far, has been removed. Ms. Postma will begin on November 1st, the end of Sea Turtle Season, to remove some scaevola taccada. With the removals, the area will be replanted with Sea Grapes.

Ms. Postmas has removed the scaevola taccada North of crossover 3. Scaevola taccada has been removed from immediately South of the emergency vehicle ramp. 

WITCH WAY 5K ACCOUNT FUND

Mr. Chinault will request from Council’s approval to use funds from the WW5K account to add a seating area to crossover 14.  

ERNEST KOUWEN-HOVEN RIVERSIDE PARK

A sign has been delivered and will be installed for the name change of the park. The unveiling of the new sign will be in mid or late January 2016. 

NANCE PARK
Sabal Palms trimming quotes have been processed. Mr. Chinault noted cost concerns regarding the trimmings. Lambert Tucker has agreed to trim the trees for $15 with 199 trees, which equals $2,985.

NANCE PARK BATHOUSE

The bathhouse will be painted in the near future once Council approves the color. Mr. Chinault suggested mandarin color with red/orange color roof tile, to match the beach theme in the area. Restroom painting estimated at $4,150.00.
NANCE PARK

Restroom roof replacement is estimated at $4,600.00. Shingle samples are to be approved by the Town Council. Mr. Chinault has suggested a reddish color to match the painting of the building.
