            Orlando Park Donor Sign
Carlsen’s Trophy Shop in Satellite Beach is in the process of replacing the sign. Estimated product finish is mid-March. The sign is located on the South East corner of the park. 
Scaevola
Scaevola Taccada is in the process of being removed from the boardwalk area north of Access #8. Other vegetation will be planted in its place.  

ORLANDO REEF EDUCATORS’ ORGANIZATION (OREO)

Members of Orlando Reef Educators’ Organization (OREO) and their families planted 960 sea oats on the beach east of the Indialantic Boardwalk. Mr. Chinault noted Ms. Postma assisted the Orlando group volunteering to plant sea oats between crossover three and crossover ten on 02/06/16. 

Crossover 14:  This project is completed. Public Works rehabilitated and added a seating area to dune crossover #14.     

ERNEST KOUWEN-HOVEN RIVERSIDE PARK

Family members and friends joined Town Officials on January 29, 2016, to unveil a new sign, previously referred to as “Riverside Park,” to reflect a new park name to honor “Ernest Kouwen-Hoven Riverside Park.” In 1916, Ernest Kouwen-Hoven accumulated one square mile of sand and palmetto scrub envisioning an exclusive seaside resort community. He subdivided the land into residential lots, streets, areas designated for hotels, ferry slips, a golf course, and a public beachfront. Indialantic-by-the-Sea was born. From 1917 to 1921, Kouwen-Hoven sold 8% bonds for $100 to finance a toll bridge from Melbourne. For an extra $20 bondholders received a 50-foot lot. Delayed by WWI scarcities and financial problems, the wooden drawbridge dubbed “Kouwen-Hoven’s Folly” opened on May 26, 1921.

The high-rise span of the Melbourne Causeway was officially dedicated to Ernest Kouwen-Hoven in

1978; however, he was nowhere memorialized within Indialantic’s boundaries. The Indialantic Town Council approved the name change of Riverside Park to Ernest Kouwen-Hoven Riverside Park on September 9, 2015. Granddaughters Marcia Littlejohn and Dian Milligan were in attendance.

LILY PARK DRAINAGE PROJECT/ LILY PARK PAVER PROJECT

Shelley Johnson and Susan McKee, spoke on behalf of the Garden-Club-By-The-Sea Paver Project.  The club wants to install two pathways, with pavers, in place of concrete. The pavers will be a similar project like the boardwalk pavers, which can be purchased and engraved.

TAMPA AVENUE/SOUTH SR A1A
