FRDAP Grant  sunrise park fy-18

Mr. Chinault presented a proposal for Sunrise Park for a FY-18 FRDAP grant to include play items,  replacing the wooden ramp to the covered observation deck (aka picnic shelter) with Moisture Shield. Replacing the metal roof of the picnic shelter and adding a picnic pad and tables near the existing drainage retention area (dra). Support was indicated for play items with locations by the picnic shelter and existing dra and not considering a see saw. Ms. Nadeau and Mr. Michelson moved to approve the application without play items. The motion failed with two for it and five opposed. Ms. Berkman and Mr. Gott moved to approve the application as presented, without a see saw. Motion carried six to one (Ms. Nadeau opposed).
FIFTH AVENUE MEDIAN
Ms. McGill noted concerns with the appearance of the Fifth Avenue Median. Mr. Chinault indicated that the irrigation system is broken and in the process of being replaced and acknowledged that there are some locations where plants have died and need to be replaced.
