APPLICATIONS:

A.
Site Plan Application – Longdoggers Restaurant, property located at 877 A1A #890, Indialantic, FL 32903, Maggie Johnson’s Plat of Melbourne Beach, Resubdivision of Blocks 4, 5, and Adjacent Vacant Streets as Described in ORB 2847, Pages 2027 and 2028 – Renovation of roof and to east façade; addition of two parapet walls and covered seating to west patio area.


Mr. Bertel introduced the item and asked if anyone had any questions or discussion on the site plan.

MOTION By Ms. Brice to approve the site plan application of Longdoggers Restaurant for renovation of roof and east façade, and the addition of two parapet walls and covered seating to the west patio area.


Mr. Kleving questioned as to whether there was any input from the Building Official or the Town Manager.



Mr. Stokes indicated he would answer any questions posed by the Board, and noted the site plan was basically for a façade and seating area.


Mr. Kleving seconded the motion.

B.
Site Plan Application – ABC Fine Wine & Spirits Store 24B, 300 N. Miramar Avenue, Indialantic, FL 32903, Lots 12, 13, 14, and 15, Block 65 – Retail Building
Mr. Bertel introduced the item.

Town Manager Chinault recalled that the site plan had tabled by the Board on July 23, 2015, pending confirmation with FDOT about access on A1A.  He advised that FDOT had issued a notice of intent to deny permit for access on SR A1A.  He noted that some modifications had been made to the awnings and now had a more Bahama-type look, and the signage will comply with the Code.

Mr. Chinault advised that staff recommended approval of the site plan without any signs; the Building Official will approve signage since ABC was now only asking for signs that met current Code requirements (i.e. thirty-two square feet rather than the original request/plans for forty-eight square feet).  He did recommend any approval be conditioned on the approval of a stormwater maintenance agreement by Council.

Ms. Grice asked if the ABC down the road would be closed.  Mr. John Kelly, engineer for ABC Liquors, Inc., responded in the affirmative.

Ms. Grice questioned as to whether the driveway was the only concern.  She recalled hearing something about lighting.  Mr. Chinault advised that lighting provided on the west side of the building would shine downward to eliminate glare to the residential properties; nothing will be shining towards residential.

Brief discussion was held with regard to lighting.

Ms. Grice stated she couldn’t tell from the plans if access was from A1A.  Mr. Chinault advised that access would be from 2nd and 3rd, not A1A.  In response to a question posed by Ms. Grice, Mr. Stokes stated he was comfortable with that.

Mr. Bertel advised that there were concerns about people going through the neighborhood, mainly because it was a liquor store.  
Mr. Chinault believed that living close to a bank was a bigger problem than living close to a liquor store due to lighting and noise.  He noted that this wouldn’t be an issue with a wine and alcoholic beverage establishment like ABC.

Mr. Bertel questioned as to whether delivery trucks would come off A1A.  Mr. Kelly advised that delivery trucks would not drive through the neighborhood; they will exit and enter from A1A.  Mr. Francis Devlin, Vice President of ABC Liquors, stated there would be no deliveries after 2 p.m. for the safety of homeowners and drivers.

Ms. Grice asked about business hours, and Mr. Devlin advised that hours of operation would be from 9 a.m. or 10 a.m. to 9 p.m. Sunday through Thursday, and to 10 p.m. on Friday and Saturday.  He indicated they were closed on Thanksgiving and Christmas days.
Mr. Kleving referred to the landscaping plans for the four corners of the property, and questioned as to the 30x30 and 10x10 site visibility triangles.  Mr. Kelly advised these areas provided oncoming traffic visibility.  Mr. Chinault noted that staff had fussed more about landscaping than anything else.  He indicated ABC had been very receptive and very good to work with.
Mr. Bertel reiterated his concerns about safety and people driving through the neighborhood.  He pointed out that people do go to the liquor store after having a few drinks.  Mr. Kelly stated it was his experience that patrons will access and return to the major thoroughfare.

Attorney representing ABC Liquors, Inc., noted that this board had approved a commercial establishment for this property less than one year ago.  He introduced documents into the record showing the board approved the same access for the property, which has a zoning that allows package sales.  He pointed out that the site plan previously approved did not have access on A1A.
   He also introduced the denial received from FDOT for A1A access.

Mr. Bertel noted that ABC had 21 days to appeal the denial by FDOT and he asked if they had done so.  The attorney advised that FDOT was very clear that it would not approve the A1A access.  Mr. Bertel asked if they were planning to do anything about the access and the attorney advised they were not.

Ms. Grice asked about the time line for the establishment, and Mr. Devlin stated he expected to be in operation four months after receipt of permit.

Mr. Chinault questioned as to the value of the property, and Mr. Devlin estimated a value of approximately $1.1 million.

Mr. Chinault advised that this was a technical change to the ordinance.  He noted that the Code had a reference in the definition of “Height, Building” that was no longer applicable.  He stated that staff was asking the Board to find the ordinance consistent with the Town’s Comprehensive Plan, and in particular, Policy 1.1, Objective 1, Future Land Use Element of the Plan.

Mr. John Niland, 232 Tampa, speaking in reference to the ABC site plan, stated that liquor stores have a negative impact on property values and crime.  He stated that although revenues to the Town of Indialantic would increase, there would be a negative impact to the community.



Mr. Bertel assured Mr. Niland that the Town had worked heavily with ABC to make it as nice as possible.



Mr. Kleving advised that he had received no negative comments on ABC.

Mr. Kleving stated he wasn’t sure this was something that needed discussion by the Zoning Board, and suggested an applicant go to the Board of Adjustment.  Mr. Chinault advised that it had been suggested to him that the Code be amended.  



It was the CONSENSUS of the Board to not consider the maximum allowed height adjustment for front area signs in the commercial district be raised from 3’ to 4’.
