A. Ordinance No. 16-12: Amending Chapter 11 relating to planning and the Town’s adopted Comprehensive Plan.  The Zoning & Planning Board is being requested to find the ordinance to be consistent with the Town’s adopted Comprehensive Plan, and in particular, Policy 1.1, Objective 1, Future Land Use Element of the Plan.
Mr. Chinault advised that he had asked Mr. LaRue (LaRue Planning) to update Chapter 11 as necessary.  He requested the Board find Ordinance No. 16-12 consistent with the Town’s adopted Comprehensive Plan.

B.
Fence (swimming pool) construction to adjust provisions of Section 17-105

Mr. Stokes questioned as to whether the Board wanted to follow Florida guidelines for swimming pool fences.  He noted that everyone in the County required a four (4) foot fence as opposed to Indialantic’s six (6) foot requirement, and he explained that this was confusing to contractors.

Ms. Grice asked why Indialantic had the six (6) foot requirement.  Mr. Chinault advised the requirement for a six (6) foot fence was in place prior to his employment with the Town.

Ms. Grice assumed that if the requirements were changed to four (4) feet, a six (6) foot fence would still be permitted.  Mr. Stokes responded in the affirmative, stating the requirement would be a minimum of four (4) feet and a maximum of six (6) feet.  Mr. Chinault suggested the Board indicated that language if it wanted to change the requirement to four (4) feet.
Discussion was held with regard to fence latch height requirements.

MOTION By Ms. Grice to to recommend a change in swimming pool fence height from six (6) feet to a minimum of four (4) feet.

Mr. Mackiewicz questioned as to whether there was any liability to the Town if the amendment was made and a child drowned.  Mr. Chinault advised there was not, and he indicated it was more of a public relations thing.  Mr. Stokes pointed out that the building code regulates how the fence was constructed.


The motion was seconded by Mr. Kleving.
