REPORTS AND DISCUSSIONS:
A. Ordinance No. 16-14:  Relating to swimming pools; amending Chapter 17-105(1), Indialantic Town Code, to decrease the height of a fence or wall surrounding outdoor private or public swimming pools from six (6) to four (4) feet.  The Zoning & Planning Board is being requested to find the ordinance to be consistent with the Town’s adopted Comprehensive Plan, and in particular, Policy 1.1, Objective 1, Future Land Use Element of the Plan.

Mr. Chinault recalled the Board discussed the matter of fence height at its last meeting, and decided to further the issue to Council.  He stated it was his omission not to have the Board find the recommended change consistent with the Town’s Comprehensive Plan.


He advised that the change in fence height followed State Statute and was recommended by the Building Official since most other jurisdictions required a four foot fence instead of a six foot fence.


Mr. McCabe questioned as to what the Florida Building Code required.  Mr. Stokes advised that swimming pool fence height was addressed in the State Statutes, not the Florida Building Code.


Mr. McCabe asked if a fence could go up to six feet, and Mr. Chinault advised it could.


Mr. McCabe questioned as to whether a picket fence could be decorative.  Mr. Stokes advised that the Statutes dictated how a fence was to be constructed; it had to meet Code.

Brief discussion was held with regard to trimming of vegetation and irrigation.
