Roadside swales…
*
collect pollutants and water and divert them away from the Town’s closed drainage system;

*
accept water from the paved street surface and allow it to percolate into the ground;

*
reduce phosphorus, nitrogen, oils, and greases that would otherwise travel to the Indian River lagoon;

*
are generally constructed to be 8’ to 10’ wide at the top, 1’ wide at the bottom, 
1 ½ foot deep in the center with gentle slopes, and can vary in length;

*
are contained within the Town’s street right-of-way, which in most cases are sixty feet wide; 

*
can be placed next to a sloped or flat section of paved street;

*
can be placed behind the curb for curbed streets; and

*
can be provided at no cost to the homeowner.

Swales enable various pollutants and chemicals to be filtered by grass and soil avoiding these pollutants and chemicals reaching the Indian River lagoon through the closed stormwater drainage system.
